It is applied to the annual rate of return 
to measure volatility. Effective Duration is the average change in the value of a fixed-income security that will result from a 1% change in interest rates, adjusted for bonds with embedded 
options.  Effective duration is stated in years. 30-day SEC Yield is a standard yield calculation developed by the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) that allows for fairer 
comparisons of bond funds. It is based on the most recent 30-day period covered by the fund’s filings with the SEC. The yield figure reflects the dividends and interest earned during the 
period, after the deduction of the fund’s expenses. This is also referred to as the “standardized yield.” The number is then annualized. This yield does not necessarily reflect income actually 
earned and distributed by the Fund, and therefore may not be correlated with dividends and distributions paid. Had fees not been waived and or/expenses reimbursed, the SEC Yield would 
have been lower. Price/Earnings Ratio is calculated using a weighted harmonic average. The Weighted Harmonic Average is a numerical average calculated by dividing the number of 
observations, or entries in the series, by the reciprocal of each number in the series. 
MSCI World Index (Net) measures the performance of large and midcap securities across 23 developed markets countries. The index provides total returns in US dollars with net 
dividends reinvested. A net return index tracks price changes and reinvestment of distribution income net of withholding taxes. Bloomberg US Aggregate Bond Index (Gross/Total) is an 
unmanaged broad-based benchmark that measures the investment grade, US dollar-denominated, fixed-rate taxable bond market, including Treasuries, government-related and 
corporate securities, MBS (agency fixed-rate and hybrid ARM passthroughs), ABS, and CMBS and is not available for purchase.
