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Investment Philosophy

Income is a here-and-now need, but it also has a future dimension. Investors want to be sure of meeting their current financial obliga-
tions, and they want to be just as confident about funding future ones, as well. That is why the First Eagle Global Income Builder Fund
seeks to generate current income while also providing long-term growth of capital. The portfolio management team seeks companies we
believe to be well-positioned, well-managed and well-capitalized, and invest in them only when they are trading at a “margin of safety,” or
discount to our estimate of their “intrinsic value”

The team’s bottom-up, fundamental, benchmark-agnostic approach rests on four pillars.

1. Security Selection. We look for companies with strong balance sheets, sustainable earnings and effective management stewardship
that are under a temporary cloud.

2.Use of Cash and Cash Equivalents. If we cannot find opportunities to invest in quality businesses trading at what we feel is a mean-
ingful discount to their “intrinsic value,” we will maintain cash as deferred purchasing power.

3. Gold as a Potential Hedge. A structural allocation to gold serves as a potential hedge against extreme market outcomes.

4. Currency Management. Given the global scope of the portfolio, a thoughtful approach to our currency exposures is a key element of
manging risk.

A Highly Selective Approach to Global Opportunities

First Eagle was built on the notion that a bottom-up, fundamental approach to equity investments could help uncover what we consider
attractive opportunities in markets worldwide, to the potential benefit of investors in search of diversified sources of risk and return.

¢ At First Eagle, selectivity is at the heart of what we do, and the flexibility of the Global Income Builder Fund mandate allows us to
construct our portfolio free from the limitations of a benchmark and ensures that capital allocation decisions are driven only by the
convictions of our beliefs.

¢ We seek to build resilience in our portfolios from the bottom up, identifying individual companies that we believe have the potential for
persistent earnings power by virtue of possessing a scarce, durable asset—a tangible or intangible factor that in our view provides it
with a long-term operational advantage and is highly difficult to replicate. We invest in them only when, in our view, their market price
represents a meaningful discount to their intrinsic value.

¢ Our bottom-up approach has historically proven successful over the long term. Driven by superior stock selection across all geog-
raphies and most investment sectors over the past 10 years, the Global Income Builder Fund’s 5-year standard deviation of 11.71%
compares favorably to the Morningstar Global Allocation category average of 13.27%.
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Active Management and Selectivity May Help the Fund Manage Volatility

The fund is actively managed, value oriented and benchmark-agnostic. We build our portfolio from the bottom up, one security at a
time, and we can move without constraint from one asset class to another as we uncover new investment opportunities. Valuation
drives our security selection process. We seek to purchase dividend-paying stocks that are trading at a discount to our estimate of
their intrinsic value, and we seek to purchase fixed-income investments offering what we believe to be reasonable yields without undue
risk to principal. In a normal rate environment, we would expect that our portfolio would have broad representation across high yield,
investment grade and sovereign debt.
